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YOUTH LEADER VOLUNTEER
Motocross for Christ is a 3 Day FREE Non-Denominational Camp for Kids.  The ages will range from 6 through 18 years of age.  Our mission is, “Connecting Kids with Gods Love Through Motocross”.  
The youth leader position is a key to the success of our camp.

The youth leader is responsible for a group of participants.  The participants are separated into age groups and gender groups.  The youth leader will be responsible for the following areas:

· Sleeping in the tent area with the participants in the evening, each group sleeps by age and gender.  Each group will have 2 youth leaders.  
· Getting your group to each activity throughout the day

· Assuring each participant in your group is accounted for 

· Getting each member of your group to the shower area during the camp, showers are set up and the youth leader is asked to work with each participant in your group to assure they have showered.  This is sometimes a challenge for the younger participants.  It is not necessary for you to shower these participants just help them to the shower area.

· Assist with each member of your group during activities.  The younger participants sometimes require more attention during some of the activities

The youth leader will have down time during the training times, at this time the participants will be placed into a riding group and will be with a trainer on the track.

The youth leader will assure their group is accounted for coming off the track.  It is recommended that you let your group know a meeting location when exiting the track to verify all are accounted for.

A day at camp consists of the following:

· Daily Exercise- just assure all are awake and attend exercise, we have a volunteer that will instruct this

· Meals- we offer 3 meals per day, the youth leader is responsible for assuring all their group is accounted for

· Daily Devotion- assure all your group is at this event

· Bike Safety and Maintenance- assure your group is at the event

· Training- time for you to take a break, assist in gearing up if necessary

· Free Time- this is a great time to get the group to the showers, we will offer games during this time and another volunteer will be responsible for that.

· Night Time Activities- assure all of your group is at the event

· Group Time- in the evening we will offer group time, this is a great opportunity to speak with your group about the day, offer a lesson, work on the helmet
At the beginning of the camp each group is given a helmet.  This helmet is an exercise for your group to work on together.  The helmets will be auctioned off at the end of the camp.  We will provide you with items to decorate the helmet, be creative.
Motocross for Christ requires a Child Abuse History Clearance.  If you have this due to another organization please copy it and submit it to our organization.
